and poor housing, helping thousands of smokers to quit and imposing restrictions on fast 
food outlets near schools. The report suggests that an enhanced focus on system-wide, at-
scale development in health, care and wellbeing is necessary to meet the challenges of 
increasing demand and limited resources. It also addresses the potential gains from 
alignment with the work of combined authorities and devolved areas on major strategic 
issues such as sustainability and growth, and poverty. The report encourages HWBs to work 
with partners to tackle issues at scale and to work flexibly at many planning levels.

This report from the Centre for Progressive Policy, looks beyond healthcare and the NHS, to 
investigate the social and economic conditions that can cause ill health.

Low Pay Britain 2019 
Since its introduction twenty years ago the minimum wage is a policy success story. It 
achieved its primary aim of improving the hourly wages of the lowest paid. Over the past two 
decades hourly pay growth was strongest at the bottom of the distribution: between 1998 
and 2018 real annual pay growth was 2.1 per cent for the bottom decile (on average), 
compared to 0.9 per cent at the median. However, the effects have not been limited to the 
very lowest earners. The policy has been achieved without the much-feared employment 
effects. Employment is currently at a record high, and two decades of evidence gathering by 
the Low Pay Commission has not identified significant negative impacts on employment or 
hours worked of the low paid.

Breaking Down the Barriers to Co-Production  
Co-production is about people who use services and carers working in equal partnership 
with professionals to design, deliver and evaluate services. This report draws together the 
learning from events and discussions. It presents a rationale to explain the constraints for co-
production and identifies some possible solutions to break down barriers and promote future 
progress. It suggests that some organisations and individuals fear co-production as 
something unknown and potentially risky. Co-production is not a ‘natural’ or easy way to 
work for some people. It means they need to make big changes to the way they work, and 
they may be reluctant to share power. People who use services and carers need to feel that 
the contribution they make through co-production is valued. People often feel this is not the 
case and being asked to do co-production without being paid can be part of this.

Edited by Clare Bambra 
This book explores how austerity has impacted on health and wellbeing in the UK and its 
repercussions for social inequalities in health. The result of five years of research, the book 
draws on a case study of Stockton-on-Tees in the north-east of England, home to some of 
the starkest health divides. By placing individual and local experiences in the context of 
national budget cuts and welfare reforms, it provides a holistic perspective on countrywide 
inequalities.

What I want you to know about Foodbank Use and Food Insecurity in the UK 
This article explains that the foodbank model originally came from North America in the 
1950s.  During the 1990s, across Europe foodbanks developed during the economic crisis. 
In 2001 the first foodbank in the UK opened in a garden shed in Salisbury. The Trussell Trust 
Network (the largest and most well-known food banking franchise in the UK) appeared in 
2004.  The article explains who uses foodbanks, why we need them and why it is that they 
may be here to stay.

Centre for Health Economics 
This explores estimates of the impact of the English public health grant on mortality and 
morbidity. Most previous attempts to estimate the marginal productivity of English health 
care expenditure have used instruments that rely on statistical tests alone. A new approach 
proposes the use of ‘funding rule’ variables as instruments, which can be justified on 
theoretical grounds. The paper exploits the availability of a funding formula for local authority 
public health expenditure in England to investigate the relationship between such 
expenditure and mortality.
