This report reflects the views of NHS Confederation members, drawing on the results of a survey of more than 250 healthcare leaders on health inequalities and how to make progress in this area.  The report does not offer a comprehensive analysis of all dimensions of health inequalities or policy approaches. Rather, it provides an overview of feedback and reflections from members on how – and if – the COVID-19 pandemic will be a turning point for the NHS.
