Latest REACT-1 study findings 

Over 67,000 volunteers have taken part in the REACT-1 study in England to examine the levels of COVID-19 in the general population between 19 and 29 October. Interim findings from the latest report show a rise rise in COVID-19 infection rates. 

Further information is available in our press release on GOV, including key findings the interim report:

· There were 1,021 positives from 67,208 swabs, giving a prevalence of 1.72%.

· This represents the highest overall prevalence of REACT-1 since it began in May 2020. This is more than 2-fold higher than prevalence in the last report (9 to 27 September 2021), which was 0.83%.

· The reproduction rate of the virus (‘R’) is estimated at 1.12.



World Antibiotic Awareness Week (WAAW)

Ahead of World Antibiotic Awareness Week (WAAW) 18 to 24 November, we have a selection of Keep Antibiotics Working campaign resources on the Campaign Resource Centre (CRC).  These campaign resources align with the TARGET toolkit and resources and the Antibiotic Guardian campaign.

Healthcare professionals are encouraged to use the ‘patient information leaflets’ with their patients to help raise awareness and education about AMR. There are resources to support raising awareness amongst healthcare professionals through the national WAAW toolkit.

They are likely to work
in multi-professional teams and include people who work with groups and communities as well as
with individuals. They work across the full breadth of public health: health improvement, health
protection, health information, community development, and nutrition, and in a wide range of
settings from the NHS and local government to the voluntary, and private sectors.

If you are a practitioner keen to develop or strengthen your career in public health, then this
programme may be for you. It is open to practitioners working in the Thames Valley area
(Buckinghamshire, Berkshire, Oxfordshire, Milton Keynes). This scheme supports individuals
working at Level 5, or above, to work towards completing a retrospective portfolio of their work to
