Through a series of presentations with accompanying homework, attendees will learn how to make
their research idea clear and compelling to reviewers, how to write a good methods section and
how to demonstrate credible support.

One-to-one sessions with RDS advisers will also allow attendees to work through aspects of their
own research ideas with experienced methodologists and facilitators.

Who should attend? This event is open to UK-based health care professionals, social care and
public health practitioners, health researchers and SMEs who are intending to apply to any NIHR or
other open, competitive, peer reviewed funding programme in the 12 months following the
masterclass.

COVID-19: migrant health guide

Advice and guidance for healthcare practitioners on the health needs of migrant patients.

National Child Measurement Programme (NCMP) 

This report presents findings from the Government's NCMP for England, 2020/21 school year.

It covers children in Reception (aged 4-5 years) and Year 6 (aged 10-11 years) in mainstream state-maintained schools in England. The report contains analyses of Body Mass Index (BMI) classification rates by age, sex and ethnicity as well as geographic analyses.

Due to the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic, the 2020/21 collection was carried out as a sample and statistical weighting was applied to the data to produce an estimate of obesity prevalence at national level. Data quality investigations determined that weighted 2020/21 data is representative of the population and results are broadly comparable to previous years

Headlines:

Obesity rates in both reception-aged and year 6 school children increased by around 4.5 percentage points between 2019-20 and 2020-21, this is the highest annual rise since the NCMP began in 2006/07, the previous highest rise was less than 1 percentage point.

Who is a public health practitioner?

People who spend a major part or all of their time in public health practice. They are likely to work
in multi-professional teams and include people who work with groups and communities as well as
with individuals. They work across the full breadth of public health: health improvement, health
protection, health information, community development, and nutrition, and in a wide range of
settings from the NHS and local government to the voluntary, and private sectors.

If you are a practitioner keen to develop or strengthen your career in public health, then this
programme may be for you. It is open to practitioners working in the Thames Valley area
(Buckinghamshire, Berkshire, Oxfordshire, Milton Keynes). This scheme supports individuals
working at Level 5, or above, to work towards completing a retrospective portfolio of their work to
