Data update publications on OHID Fingertips 


There have been a couple of updates to relevant datasets on Fingertips from the Active 


Lives Survey: 


1. Obesity Profile - New data for 2021/22 for the indicators on adult obesity, and 


overweight (including obesity) prevalence at local authority level has been added to 


the 'Adult prevalence data' topic using data from the Active Lives Adult Survey - 


Obesity Profile - OHID (phe.org.uk) 


2. Physical Activity - The Key Indicators domain has been updated with a new data 


point for the Percentage of physically active adults and Percentage of physically 


inactive adults indicators. 


Weight management services for people living with severe mental 


illness  


OHID recently updated their report on premature mortality in adults with severe mental 


illness (SMI). People living with SMI are still dying younger than the general population 


from largely preventable physical illnesses; they are almost 5 times more likely to die 


prematurely and these inequalities have increased in recent years, partly due to the 


disproportionate impact of COVID-19 on people living with SMI. 


People with severe mental illness are more likely to have common risk factors for 


overweight or obesity, such as reduced access to healthy food, lower incomes and health 


conditions that limit their mobility. In addition, they have risk factors not typically faced by 


the general population, such as weight gain related to psychiatric medication and 


admission to inpatient wards with few opportunities to be physically active. 


Weight management services are an intervention that can help some people living with 


SMI to achieve or maintain a healthier weight. Weight management services should not 


exclude people living with SMI. Reasonable adjustments should be made to accommodate 


their needs, in line with guidance on delivering and commissioning adult behavioural (tier 


2) weight management services. 


The following resources may assist services in considering the needs of people living with 


SMI: 


• More than just a number – a Centre for Mental Health report on the experiences of 


weight management among people with severe mental illness. 


• Rethink Mental Illness Physical Activity Toolkit  – a toolkit for support group 


coordinators and members, and anyone supporting people severely affected by 


mental illness who want to be more active. 


• A Weight Off Your Mind – a regional resource produced by Cumbria, 


Northumberland, Tyne and Wear NHS Foundation Trust for people living with 


mental health and/or learning disabilities to achieve or maintain a healthier weight.
