Introductory Fingertip Training Sessions

Get ready for Stoptober 2023

Stoptober is back this October with a new national campaign designed to encourage and support smokers to quit for good. The campaign will remind smokers of the many benefits of quitting and providing useful tips to help them on their quitting journey. The campaign will encourage smokers to search ‘Stoptober’, directing them to a range of information and free support tools on the Better Health - Quit Smoking website.

The campaign will launch around 20 September to give smokers time to prepare for their quit attempt from 1 October. A range of digital campaign resources will be available on the Campaign Resource Centre. Stop smoking content (including a substantial section of vaping content) will be available on the Better Health website.

Vaping resources for schools

OHID’s Behavioural Programmes Unit and Tobacco Control team have created three short, evidence-based vaping resources for use by teachers with Year 7 and 8 students. They will assist exploration of what students already know about vaping and help them build strategies for resisting pressure to experiment. The resources, linked to the Health Education and PSHE curriculum, contain interactive activities and engaging videos to spark discussions about vaping with students. They can be used flexibly, for example during form time or combined into a lesson. The full set of materials are available, free of charge, to download from the Better Health School Zone website.

Suicide prevention funding launched

The Department of Health and Social Care has launched a £10 million Suicide Prevention Grant Fund for 2023-24 to 2024-25. 

The purpose of the fund is to support suicide prevention in the voluntary and community sector and help them meet additional demand for services. It will also support the delivery of new, preventative activity that can help to prevent suicides and save lives. 

The application period is from today (25 August) until 1 October. Applications must be made online via the Find a Grant portal, unless exceptional circumstances apply. 

Guidance on the fund can be found on GOV. UK. The guidance provides full details of the objectives of the fund, the eligibility criteria, and what the application process involves.
