NHS England will fund the tuition fees for up to 15 eligible applicants from the South East region to undertake the Post Graduate Certificate in Applied Population Health at the University of Salford.
Eligibility Criteria:
Applicants must be employed within the public sector, voluntary sector or public health related field and demonstrate the following:
· A relevant degree (minimum 2:2) in a health and social care related subject.
· Current employment in a practice-based role within health and social care, public sector or public health related field.
· A minimum of two-years’ practice experience 
· No prior postgraduate-level training in population health or public health.
· Commitment to attend core learning sessions, which will take place on Wednesdays
Application Process:
Applications for NHS England-funded places will follow a two-stage process:
Stage 1: Pre-Screening Application (Mandatory)
All applicants must complete the pre-screening form before submitting any further application.
Deadline for submission of pre-screening form: 1st June 2026
Applications submitted directly to the University without completing this step will not be considered.
Stage 2: Invitation to Apply to University of Salford
Applicants who are successful at pre-screening will be invited to apply via the University’s admissions system. Only invited applicants will be considered at this stage.
Applicants must identify a work-based project to apply their learning. Projects must:
· Align with the NHS 10-Year Plan and its three strategic shifts
· Demonstrate a clear link to local population health needs
The programme is expected to be oversubscribed. The University of Salford reserves the right to close applications early should capacity be reached.

Tobacco and Vapes Act 2026
Following Royal Assent on 29th April 2026, the new Tobacco and Vapes Act 2026 makes it illegal to sell tobacco products to anyone born on or after 1st January 2009. The law introduces restrictions on vape packaging, branding and displays that appeal to children. Vapes will still be available to adults who want to quit smoking. The law also brings in stronger smoke-free protections for some public spaces to protect children and vulnerable people from second-hand smoke.
